3. ldentify and conceptualize the core terms of society, culture,
civilization, and nation;

4. Demonstrate critical reading, effective writing, and analytical
thinking skills as they relate to the historical discipline.

INSTRUCTIONAL METHODS TO COMPLETE OBJECTIVES: This course uses
required reading, lecture, class discussion, and written
assignments to pursue its objectives. Other forms of instruction
— such as video or PowerPoint presentations — may be used should
need arise.

EVALUATIVE METHODS TO APPRAISE OBJECTIVES:

1. TESTS: There are Tive tests In this course. Tests will include
both multiple-choice and short-essay questions. Other types of
questions — such as matching, chronologies, fill-in-the-blank,
etc. — may be used. (12% each — 60% total — of final grade)

2. PAPERS: There are two formal writing assignments in this course.
Further specific instructions will be distributed when the papers
are assigned. (10% each — 20% total — of final grade)

3. FINAL EXAM: During the assigned final exam period for the
section, a cumulative exam will be administered to test
comprehension of all materials presented since the beginning of
the course. (20% of final grade)
