 Students must provide validation of progress toward completion of the certificate. 
 

 Students must have an unmet financial need verified by their institutions financial aid 
officer. 

 
For this year of the program, areas for consideration of technical certification may include: 
Microsoft, Oracle, Cisco, Java, Internet, PC Programming, and Computer Technology.
